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Introduction

Applicants put a lot of effort into preparing their applications. It is no surprise that some applicants experience a
considerable amount of angst over allowing a computer to control how their application will be presented to agency
staff for review and funding consideration. Although automated application assembly removes the ability for applicants
to attempt to set their applications apart from a presentation perspective, the efficiency and consistency of electronic
processes help to ensure all applications adhere to the same guidelines and that the proposed research contained in the
applications is the true differentiator. This document provides a detailed description of how multi-project applications
are systematically assembled.
