· IACUC 101:  A didactic and interactive training program to provide IACUC members and others with basic IACUC training and supplemental guidance regarding field studies.  An experienced faculty will address the PHS Policy, USDA animal welfare regulations, AAALAC recommendations, and IACUC responsibilities.  This IACUC 101 will differ from traditional 101s in two respects:  (1) several selected scenarios discussed during mock IACUC sessions will be designed to address issues associated with wildlife research, and (2) representatives from wildlife agencies will serve as adjunct 101 faculty and mentors along with the 101 core faculty.

· Research with Free-Ranging Wildlife:  IACUC Review of Projects Regulated by Multiple Agencies:  A workshop to bring representatives from institutions that conduct field research together with the Agencies that fund, regulate, or conduct such research, and provide a unique opportunity for productive interaction and discussion of respective jurisdictions, regulations, and best practices.  Recommended for institutions wishing to more effectively facilitate and appropriately oversee wildlife research.  The workshop will provide a forum for open discussion and exploration of common issues and best practices.  Key federal US institutions, such as USDA, NSF, NIH, USGS, USF&WS, NMFS, NPS, and state agencies such as the Alaska Department of Fish and Game will be represented.
