I forgot to mention in my previous e-mail that SBA could probably implement the Fast Track Concept Evaluation as part of the remedy I mentioned with regards to unsolicited research being copied to them. I specifically stated in my e-mail:

Remedy:

Require by law that all SBIR granting agencies create an unsolicited research category that is prominently advertised and whose submissions are automatically duplicated in summary copy to the SBA.

It is my belief that, in the current system, a request for a 'fast track concept evaluation' to an SBIR granting agency would probably be treated as unsolicited research and buried. With the remedy I propose, it would still have to be duplicated to the SBA who could work with the NSF or some agency to do the evaluation. I think it would be a good policy tool if the SBA received duplications of unsolicited research requests and fast track concept evaluations. They could keep more contemporary on the changing face of research and technology and watchdog that nothing valuable slips away to foreign funding or into risky commercial ventures simply because no one solicited it.

I have not discussed Fast Track Concept Evaluations with SBA yet but I will. In the spirit of helpfulness, I hope that this stimulates discussion in these directions. For me, improving the system is most important, not using my ideas.
